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BEFORE INSTALLATION

When fitted in a carpeted room this heater must always be fitted on top of the carpet.
The carpet must never be cut to fit around the heater. The heater may be impossible to
dismantle for service if the bottom panel is obstructed by carpet.

BEFORE USE

This heater discharges a large volume of warm air at low level to provide even heat
distribution. If the air in the room contains cooking vapour or cigarette smoke, and
the heater is used on a carpet, the surface of the carpet may become discoloured.

In addition, some types of carpet contain dyes that may be affected by the warm air
flow.

Some vinyl surfaces are also subject to distortion discolouration by warm air.

To prevent discolouration of carpets etc., a mat should be placed in front of the
appliance, extending about 750mm in front of it.
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SERVICE

Rinnai Australia has a service and spare parts network in all states. Our service network
personnel are fully trained and equipped to give the best service on your Rinnai appliance.
If your appliance needs service, please ring one of the service contact numbers on the
back of this booklet.

Rinnai recommend that this appliance be serviced every 2 years.

Electronic ignition means no need for matches.
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Thermocouple flame failure system, if the flame should be extinguished,the flame failure
system cuts the gas off.

6. Automatic fan switch to turn the fan on and off and match the 2 speed fan to the input at
all times, increasing efficiency and comfort.

7. Filters to protect the burner from dust and lint.
8. 6 large radiants to provide an effective radiant glow.

9. Overheat switch to protect the heater should it become too hot.

B To Ignite Main Burner

Turn the control knob anticlockwise to
the desired setting.

As the unit is thermostatically controlled,
the burner will ignite at different settings,
depending on the temperature.

On warm days the burner may not ignite
at all at the “usual” setting, this is normal,
simply turn the knob further and the
burner will ignite.

The fan will start automatically when the
heat exchanger has warmed up, this helps
to prevent cold draughts.

The heater will maintain the selected
temperature by modulating the main burner.
It is normal for the flame size to change
or even go out during operation.

The heater will automatically change the
fan speed to match the gas input, this
gives the best combination of efficiency
and comfort.

B Flame Failure Device
If the flame goes out during operation, the flame failure device cuts the gas off. To restore
the gas supply, turn the heater off, wait 2 minutes, then follow the ignition instructions.

B Automatic Fan Delay Switch

Turns the fan on automatically when the heat exchanger warms up, and off when it cools
down, this helps to prevent cold draughts and adds to the unit’s efficiency.

B CHECK BURNER PRESSURE

The regulator has been factory pre-set,
before making any adjustments to the appliance
regulator, check the supply pressure.

If adjustments are necessary, the regulator
adjusting screw is situated on the left hand
side of the gas valve.

After checking the pressure, turn the unit
off, remove the manometer, and replace the
test point screw.

Turn the heater on and off a few times to
check the ignition and operation.

When you are satisfied the heater is working
correctly, re-assemble front panels.
